Standardisation takes place in early June and examiners will typically be given 4 weeks to mark their allocation of scripts.


F962 – European and World History Period Studies (AS)


Examiners are typically given an allocation of around 250 scripts and are paid roughly £4.40 per script marked, receiving roughly £1,100 for undertaking the allocation. 


Standardisation takes place in early June and examiners will typically be given 4 weeks to mark their allocation of scripts. 


F963 – British History Enquiries (AS)


Examiners are typically given an allocation of around 200 scripts and are paid £4.40 per script marked, receiving roughly £880 for undertaking the allocation.


Standardisation takes place in late May and examiners will typically be given 4 weeks to mark their allocation of scripts.





We are particularly looking for moderators for the following units:


F965 – Historical Interpretations and Investigations (A2)


This unit is moderated.  Moderators are typically given an allocation of around 17 centres and are paid £8.25 per candidate sampled.


Standardisation takes place in late May and examiners will typically be given 4 weeks to moderate their allocation.
