F731 (AS) - The Cultural and Social Domain (AS)


Examiners are typically given an allocation of around 325 -350 scripts and are paid a script rate of £4.45. 


Face to face standardisation will take place in late May and examiners will typically be given 5 weeks to mark their allocation of scripts. 


F732 (AS) - The Scientific Domain (AS)


Examiners are typically given an allocation of around 325-350 scripts and are paid a script rate of £3.25.  


Remote online standardisation will take place in late May/early June and examiners will typically be given 5 weeks to mark their allocation of scripts. 


F733 (A2) - Domain Exploration: Applying Synoptic Skills (A2)


Examiners are typically given an allocation of around 300 scripts and are paid a script rate of £4.45. 


Face to face standardisation will take place in mid-June and examiners will typically be given 3 weeks to mark their allocation of scripts.


F734 (A2) – Culture, Science and Society: Making Connections (A2)


Examiners are typically given an allocation of around 325 scripts and are paid a script rate of £4.10. 


Face to face standardisation will take place in mid-June and examiners will typically be given 4 weeks to mark their allocation of scripts.
