Standardisation takes place in late May and examiners will typically be given 5 weeks to mark their allocation of scripts. 


A663 – Prose from different cultures


Examiners are typically given an allocation of around 500 scripts (made up of roughly 100 foundation tier scripts @ £1.78 per scripts and 400 higher tier scripts @ £2.10 per script) and will receive roughly £788 for undertaking this allocation.  


Standardisation takes place in early June and examiners will typically be given 5 weeks to mark their allocation of scripts. 


A664 – Literary Heritage Prose & Contemporary Poetry


Examiners are typically given an allocation of around 275 scripts (made up of roughly 45 foundation tier scripts @ £3.35 per script and 230 higher tier scripts @ £3.60 per script) and will receive roughly £978 for undertaking this allocation.  


Standardisation takes place in early June and examiners will typically be given 5 weeks to mark their allocation of scripts.
