Draft Questions:

· Is the language accessible to all candidates?

· Is the use of English (spelling, grammar and punctuation) correct?

· Will the question(s) engage candidates across the targeted ability range, whilst differentiating between them?

· Is the subject content of the question(s) appropriate/correct? 
· Is the exercise written within a stimulating and relevant context, if appropriate, demonstrating a creative flair?

· Is the use of any diagrams/illustrations/other resource material appropriate and are they well presented?

· Does the question create Equality Act issues?

· Is the layout/structure appropriate and does it conform with the style of OCR past papers/sample papers?

Mark Scheme:

· Are the given answers appropriate in terms of the requirements of the questions, demand, subject content, etc?
· Does the mark scheme give sufficient guidance for examiners to apply it reliably; are different likely candidate responses covered, when appropriate?
· Does the mark scheme follow the broad approach used in past/sample papers?

Specification Grid/Table:
· Does the grid/table accurately include all appropriate information on topic(s) covered, assessment objectives, demand, etc? 

Draft questions which could be set for GCE Mathematics, worth between 15-20 marks and covering at least two content areas from the draft subject criteria.(� HYPERLINK "https://www.gov.uk/government/uploads/system/uploads/attachment_data/file/330241/Mathematics_GCE_-_subject__content_-_final.pdf" ��https://www.gov.uk/government/uploads/system/uploads/attachment_data/file/330241/Mathematics_GCE_-_subject__content_-_final.pdf�)


Questions should be set at a mixture of ‘pass’ and ‘stretch’ demand. ‘Pass’ questions should be taken as those which test core knowledge and skills from the criteria and which could discriminate between students around grades ‘C’ to ‘B’.  ‘Stretch’ questions should be taken as those which could discriminate between students around grades ‘A,’ and ‘A*’.  These questions may not necessarily be assessing an A-level statement from the criteria as a sufficiently challenging question based on the bold AS content could be considered ‘stretching’ for high ability students. 





A detailed mark scheme.  This should show how all individual marks are to be awarded.  Note, in relation to 3 below, that assessment objectives are to be allocated to individual marks rather than items/questions.

Be aware that the new draft assessment objectives are notably different from those currently used for GCE Mathematics and this will have a significant impact on the types of questions required.
