What is the OCR bursary?

Leading Awarding Body OCR is committed to recognising and
encouraging the achievement of all learners. As part of this
ongoing commitment, a fund has been established to provide
bursaries and prizes to students. This fund, arising from OCR's
historical association with the West Midlands Examinations
Board, is to help talented students from the West Midlands
make the most of their opportunity of studying at the
University of Cambridge.

For the academic year 2015/2016, up to 10 new first year
students studying at the University will be awarded a bursary of
£3,000 per annum for the duration of their undergraduate
studies.

The bursary will be paid directly to the College and will be
credited against the student’s College bill. Students may
choose whether the bursary is used for living costs, tuition
fees or a combination of both.

The bursary will be subject to certain conditions of renewal.
These conditions include the student meeting a minimum
academic standard (usually second-class honours level) and
confirmation by the College of the student’s continued
enrolment.
