These instructions should accompany the OCR resource ‘Uses of and elements of Interactive Multimedia Products’ activity which supports OCR Cambridge Nationals in Creative iMedia Level 1/Level 2 Unit R087 – Creating interactive multimedia products.
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Activity 1
Objectives:

e Design and create a data capture sheet to review existing interactive multimedia products.

Working with a partner you need to design and create a form that you can use to review existing

interactive multimedia products.

You will need to include the following headings in your form and make sure that you include enough

space to explain how they relate to the reviewed interactive multimedia product being reviewed.

Headings to include:
e name of product reviewed
e platform viewed on
e delivery method
e purpose
e target audience
e house style
e user interface
e layout
e navigation methods
e media used
e accessibility

e analysis.
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Introduction
This lesson element is aimed at developing the learners’ understanding of how interactive multimedia products are used and created. The lesson has been split down into different activities so that teachers can explain different elements to the class as a whole and draw upon the learning of learners to aid each other as they progress. The work is to be carried out in pairs.

Activity 1
Learners are required to create a data capture sheet to record their findings on. This is based upon learners developing a number of ‘case studies’ as with other subjects.  They will identify and explain how these work in the different interactive media product examples.

This data capture sheet will need to include the following headings:

· product reviewed

· purpose

· delivery method

· target audience

· house style

· user interface

· layout

· navigation methods

· media used

· platform used on

· accessibility

· analysis.
Activity 2

In this task learners working in pairs, are required to review four different interactive media products. They can choose from the ones provided in the Resources Links (also listed below).  When they complete this they are looking for specific information about purpose, target audience and platform used.
