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Sample Lesson Plan

Level 3 Extended Project H856

Referencing
Lesson Plan
OCR recognises that the teaching of this qualification above will vary greatly from school to school and from teacher to teacher. With that in mind this lesson plan is offered as a possible approach but will be subject to modifications by the teacher.

Lesson length is assumed to be one hour. You may feel this warrants being completed over two lessons to allow full discussion.
Learning Objectives for the Lesson

	Objective 1
	All students will understand the importance of appropriate referencing.

	Objective 2
	All students will be aware of issues surrounding plagiarism.

	Objective 3
	Most students will have worked examples of referencing.

	Objective 4
	Some students will be able to successfully reference sources using the Harvard Referencing system.


Aim
To enable students to understand the purposes of referencing and to be able to provide references following an accepted convention.
Target Audience
Year 12 and 13 students taking the Extended Project (Level 3) as a stand-alone qualification.

NB: there will be practical exercises during the session.

Content

	Time
	Content

	10-15 minutes
	To develop an understanding of student perceptions and knowledge about referencing.
As students arrive assign them to a group. Give each group a large piece of paper/ A3 (minimum) with a question written in the centre. Students should brainstorm group responses around it. Give only a short time (e.g. 2 minutes) for students to do this. This will keep them focused and prevent them discussing last night’s television! They may not have time to write everything they want but it will prompt discussion. Ask them to change seats to move as a group to the next sheet where they will read the previous group’s responses and add their own. Alternatively ask the groups to pass the papers around from group to group.
Question ideas
-
What do we mean by “referencing”? Define the term.




Where might you see examples of referencing?




Where do you put references in a written piece of work?




Why do we reference?

Once every “question paper” has been visited. Ask each group to recap some of their answers. Discuss briefly without judgement.
Discussion Points - Are there right/wrong ways to reference? What sorts of things should we reference?

Additional notes - Groups do not have to be of equal sizes or carrying out similar projects. Could be used as an ice-breaker and to encourage students to work outside of usual friendship groups.


	10-15 minutes
	From discussion lead on to Power Point presentation. Give students photocopies of the slides so that they can add notes if they wish.


	20-25 minutes
	Work through the worksheets.

Students will need access to the library/bookshelves and the internet. You will need to bring a newspaper – choose a broadsheet, divide it amongst the students - pairs of students share a double page.

Show students an example of Harvard Referencing at the back of a text book or journal. Give them a photocopied example.

	Content

	10 minutes
	Plenary
Print the tasks on pages 7 to 10, laminate and cut up. Ask students to rearrange into the correct order with a partner.

Referencing using the Harvard System
Books
Books are listed alphabetically and in the following order

author – year – title (in italics) – publisher – place of publication

Webel,C.P. (2004) Terror, Terrorism and the Human Condition Palgrave Macmillan. New York

Select a book – any book from the library and write it out as above in the space provided below.

	


Points to remember
· For a later edition of a book, add the number of the edition after the title

· When a book or report is published by an organisation, company or government department, use the organisation’s name as the author
· When a book has an editor or editors (rather than an author) add (ed) or (eds)  after the names e.g Crawford, P & Maddern, P (eds)

· When a book has more than three authors, use the first author’s name plus et al

· For a chapter from a book, include the title of the chapter in single quotes

Environmental ethics: What Really Matters, What Really Works, Oxford University Press, New York, pp. 248-54.

Journals

Journals are listed alphabetically and in the following way

 author – date – title of article – title of journal – volume – number – pages.

Conway,C.A. Jones. B.C., DeBruine.L.M. and Little.A.C. (2008) ‘Evidence for adaptive design in human gaze preference’. Proceedings of the Royal Society of Biological Sciences. Vol.25, No.1630, pp63-69.

Points to remember
· Article titles are enclosed in single quotation marks and journal titles are in italics. 

· Capital letters should be used in journal titles but not article titles. 

· When citing an article from a magazine or newspaper, use a date rather than a volume or number

Brennan, F. ( 2006) ‘Every embryo deserves respect’, Sydney Morning Herald,3 January, p. 9.

Choose an article from the newspaper where the journalist’s name is given. Present it as above using the space provided below.

	


Websites

Where possible include the following: 

· the person or organisation responsible for the site

· the site date (which is the date when the website was created or revised)

· the name of the website

· the date on which you viewed the website

· the URL. 

Points to remember

· For a whole website, the name of the website is in italics

· For a document from a website, the name of the document is in italics
