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Introduction

Background

A new structure of assessment for A Level has been introduced, for first teaching from September 2008. Some of the changes include:

· The introduction of stretch and challenge (including the new A* grade at A2) – to ensure that every young person has the opportunity to reach their full potential
· The reduction or removal of coursework components for many qualifications – to lessen the volume of marking for teachers
· A reduction in the number of units for many qualifications – to lessen the amount of assessment for learners

· Amendments to the content of specifications – to ensure that content is up-to-date and relevant.

OCR has produced an overview document, which summarises the changes to Spanish. This can be found at www.ocr.org.uk, along with the new specification.
In order to help you plan effectively for the implementation of the new specification we have produced this Scheme of Work and Sample Lesson Plans for Spanish. These Support Materials are designed for guidance only and play a secondary role to the Specification.

Sample Lesson Plan: Spanish H077
Listening Reading and Writing 1: F722

Aspects of Daily Life: Food
OCR recognises that the teaching of this qualification will vary greatly from school to school and from teacher to teacher. With that in mind, this lesson plan is offered as a possible approach but will be subject to modifications by the individual teacher.

This lesson is planned to introduce an eight hour module on Spanish Food and its length is assumed to be one hour. 

Learning objectives for the lesson

	Objective 1
	Students to revise their GCSE knowledge of food.

	Objective 2
	Students to extend their knowledge of Spanish eating culture, its vocabulary and structures. 

	Objective 3
	Students to practise speaking and listening skills within a food context. 


Recap of previous experience and prior knowledge

Brain-storming activity.  Students given 90 seconds to write down names of as many different types of food as they can remember (could be sub-divided into 30 seconds for veg., 30 seconds for meat, 30 seconds for fruit etc).

	Outline of learning objectives for session.

Recap of prior knowledge - warm up activity (see above). Teacher reviews and feeds back to whole group.

	20 minutes
	Revision of GCSE vocabulary and structures.

· Students watch video clip of customer ordering 3 course meal in restaurant  (material sourced from TV languages programmes).

· Students watch again and complete gapped handout of dialogue (video clip paused to allow writing time).

· Students role play dialogue in pairs. 

Teacher monitors pair work and then reviews with whole group.

	20 minutes
	Listening to extract on Spanish eating routines and favourite dishes.

· Teacher pre-teaches any vocabulary or structure likely to impede comprehension.

· Students listen (ideally with auto-control facilities) and note answers in English to comprehension questions.

· Teacher feeds back answers and reviews with whole group.

	5 minutes
	Summing up of areas covered.  Outline of consolidation / homework activities (see below).
