	Organise a visit to a museum or gallery, if possible to generate ideas for a set brief.  Students can use own ideas gathered from the visit to develop a short project brief that reflects their own areas of interest.

The project should be short and focussed.  Their initial ideas should be resolved in a final outcome.  They should ensure that they reference sources and evaluate own work and progress.

Students can participate in a group or peer assessment of the work produced.

Depending on specialist area students can either work to a client brief (either live or set by the centre) or produce a personal response to an event, news item, book, film etc.
