As | write, British football is still digesting the news that Alex Ferguson is retiring
as manager of Manchester United. As one wit put it on Twitter: “Sir Alex Ferguson.
26 years. 13 Premier League titles. 10 Community Shields. 5 FA Cups. 4 League
Cups. 2 European Cups. 1 piece of chewing gum...”

What about me, though? I'm still playing for a living — but more and more | feel
I’m doing it on borrowed time.

| can’t help thinking about that day in March 2012 when Bolton’s Fabrice
Muamba collapsed on the pitch at White Hart Lane?. | have to admit that | thought
he was dead. | think most people did.

| had a lot of friends at that match, for one reason or another, and they told me
that the atmosphere inside the ground was unlike anything they’d ever witnessed
before. It was like watching the disintegration of a space shuttle just after its launch.
There was a sense of helplessness and disbelief.

It was an awful moment. But, in these moments, people show what they are
made of. The paramedics who saved Muamba'’s life certainly did, as did the hospital
staff, the fans, the football community as a whole and, most importantly, Fabrice. He
has been forced to retire, but a far greater tragedy was averted. We have been left
to reflect on a remarkable story that showed off football as a sport that, despite its
obvious flaws, can unite people in testing times.

But that isn’t the reason | decided to carry on playing. As team-mates, family
and friends never seem to tire of telling me, you’re a long time retired. That certainly
rings true if you happen to be one of those players that has nothing else to live for
besides football, but I've never been that man. | love the game but, like Fabrice, I'm
looking forward to having my life back.
